Exam Information
Year 7
The Year 7 exam will comprise a Common Entrance style assessment. 
The English exam consists of two papers, each contributing 50% of the overall mark.

PAPER 1: READING (50 marks; 1 hour 10 minutes which includes reading and note-making time) 

The paper is divided into two sections. 

Section A: non-fiction (25 marks) 

This section contains about five questions which seek to test understanding as well as powers of analysis and evaluation of an unseen text. 

Section B: poetry (25 marks) 

This section will comprise about five questions on an unseen poem to test both understanding of poetic technique and personal response. 
PAPER 2: WRITING (50 marks; 1 hour 20 minutes which includes planning time) 

The paper is divided into two sections. 

Section A: response to studied literature (25 marks) 

This section has been adapted to allow boys to respond to the literature we have studied this term: Romeo and Juliet. The boys will be given two extracts from the play which they will have studied in class prior to the exam. They will be asked to respond to an analytical question about the language in the two excerpts. 

Section B: response to writing task (25 marks) 

Candidates will be asked to choose one of six options which will include a mixture of narrative, descriptive and non-fiction text types.
