LISTENING (25%; approx 25 minutes)

SPEAKING (25%; approx 6 minutes)
READING AND WRITING (50%; 60 minutes)

The examination will consist of three elements: a role-play situation and a discussion on a topic prepared by the candidate, and a topic given.
Role-play situation (approx 2 minutes; 9 marks)
Prepared topic (1–2 minutes; 8 marks)
The candidate should introduce his topic, with the teacher-examiner intervening after about 30 seconds to ask at least four questions during the course of the two minutes.
Given topic  (1–2 minutes; 8 marks)

The candidate will be required to speak about one of the following topic areas:

- house, home, daily routine and chores

- free-time and holiday activities

- life and work at school

- personal description, family, friends and pets

The teacher will choose the topic for each candidate and give him the title at the beginning of the preparation time and the candidate will be given a topic different from the one he has prepared.
Section A: Reading (25%)
Section B: Writing (25%)
Question 1 (8 marks)

Write five simple sentences based on a visual or written stimulus. 
Question 2 (17 marks)

This question will require between 80–130 words of continuous writing in the form of a letter based on a written stimulus.
