Year 7 Geography Exam Guide
The boys will do last year’s CE paper this summer.  This was quite a ‘nice’ paper and the boys should have no problem scoring well.

The Geography syllabus covers 6 main areas:

Geomorphological processes

Settlement

Weather and Climate

Economic Activities

Plate Tectonics

Environmental Issues

The boys will be tested on these 6 topics and in particular will have to choose to write 2 ‘Case Studies’ out of a choice of 3.

The Case Studies are:

A volcano – use Montserrat or Merapi

A flood – use Tewkesbury, Boscastle, Bangladesh

An economic activity – use a pair of jeans or Nike

An environmental issue – use National Parks or Rainforests in Borneo

A weather/climate hazard – use New Orleans

The usual format for these questions is first part, the ‘causes’ and the second part, the ‘effect’ – i.e. what causes a volcano, what are the effects of it on the local environment
Important things to remember and to focus revision on that always come up:

Map skills – 4 and 6 figure grid references.  How to measure distance on a map.

An erosional landform e.g. meander

A depositional landform e.g. a spit

A transportation process e.g. longshore drift

Different types of rainfall – convectional, relief and frontal

Microclimates

Settlement pattern
What is ‘conflict’?

Types of economic activity
