Year 5 History Exam Guidance Sheet
Here are a few guidelines to help you revise for your exam. Please go through your exercise book and look at the work we have covered in class. Your History exam will last 45 minutes in total. You will be asked to write a short essay (For example: name some of the major changes Queen Victoria made during her reign). You will not be examined on the ‘Britain Since 1930’ topic.
Make sure that you look at the marks allocated for each question as this will give you an idea of the detail and amount of information you need to include in your answer.

The Victorians 
· Be able to place the Victorians on a timeline in world history. Identify the century they lived in.
· Know basic facts about Queen Victoria for example: When she was born/when she died/who she married/what countries she ruled/what important changes she made.
· Identify major changes in the Victorian era. For example: the invention of electricity/steam engine/police force put in place/the railway (how it changed the life of ordinary British people).
· Identify the differences in the standards of living between the rich and poor.
· Work houses/big Victorian mansions with many servants.
· Identify child labour in Victorian Britain. What kinds of jobs did children do? What was daily life like for them?
· Identify important acts in the Victorian era for example: The Factory Act in1844 and the Education Act in 1880.
· Identify education in Victorian times: How did rich children and poor children learn?
· What were the 3Rs: Reading, Writing and Arithmetic.
· What was the great exhibition? Where was it held and why? Who organised it?
· Victorian medicine: Identify the main protagonists and their discoveries for example: Pasteur and Pasteurisation.
· Be able to name a few famous Victorians for example: Brunel.
World War One

· Who was in the Triple Alliance? Triple Entente?

· Know the date that the war began and what event sparked the chain of events leading to the war.

· Trench Warfare – what was life like for the soldiers living in the trenches? Likes/Dislikes?

· Battle of the Somme – date, what was used their first, how many casualties on the first day?

· The end of the war – new countries, changing borders of Europe.
