Year Seven History – Summer Term 2010
Facts about the paper:

· The paper is one hour long and is a past Common Entrance paper. There are two parts to the paper: Evidence Questions and Essay Questions. In the former, they answer four questions based on historical evidence related to a topic from the period. In the latter, they choose one essay to write on from a selection of ten. This essay consists of two parts.
· The boys are assessed on their knowledge and understanding of topics from ‘The Making of the U.K’ period (Tudors and Stuarts), studied this academic year (see below for further details).
· All answers are written on A4 lined paper.

· The boys are expected to write answers in full sentences and to take care over neatness, spelling and grammar.

Topics they need to revise:

· The reign of Elizabeth I: 1558 - 1603
· Elizabethan Poor Laws

· The Gunpowder Plot: 1605
· The reign of James I: 1603 - 1625
· The reign of Charles I (causes of the Civil War): 1625 - 1649
· The Civil War(s): 1642 - 1648
· The Commonwealth: 1649 – 1660
How they should revise:
Resources

· Their current textbook – The Making of the U.K (green cover)

· I strongly urge parents to buy the ISEB Revision Guide (ISBN number 978-0-90362-775-7). This book will remain relevant to all their History studies up until their Common Entrance in June 2011 and is excellent.

· Their History exercise books are, ironically, not useful sources for revision. They contain answers to questions rather than factually accurate accounts of events studied. They could, however, make neat notes in the back of these books.
How to revise:
· History revision should always have a writing element. For each topic, I suggest they:

1. Read carefully the detailed account in the green textbook.

2. Read and highlight the relevant sections from the ISEB Revision Guide.

3. Use the ‘look – cover – write – check’ method to test their knowledge.
