Length – metric measures and problems – cm, m and km.

2D shapes – regular and irregular polygons (up to 8 sides).

3D shapes and nets (cube/cuboid)


Measuring angles.

Your exam will include short questions on each of the topics.  There will also be a section where you have to solve word problems.

Carefully read all of the questions and show your working out. Remember to include the units in your answers.  Always attempt a question, even if you think it is too hard!
