Understanding addition and subtraction – use of language.

Multiplication and Division:


Multiplication facts.

Division and multiplication problems.

Remainders and rounding remainders.  

Measures:


Length – metric measures and problems – cm, m and km.


Mass – Metric methods and problems – g and kg.
Capacity – metric measures and problems l and cl.

Time – 24 hour clock, digital and analogue.

Shape and Space:

2D shapes – regular and irregular polygons (up to 8 sides), concave and convex shapes.


3D shapes and their nets.


Measuring angles.


Calculating angles on a straight line, in a circle and a triangle.

Your exam will include short questions on each of the topics.  There will also be a section where you have to solve word problems.

Carefully read all of the questions and show your working out. Remember to include the units in your answers.  Always attempt a question, even if you think it is too hard!
