· Study the issues of human rights and the relevance of the Ten Commandments to our own society.

	David and Jonathan
	· Understand where David fits within the history and genealogy of the stories studied thus far.

·  David’s childhood, the defeat of Goliath and his relationship with Jonathan.

	David and Bathsheba
	· Understand the sequence of events which has occurred between David fleeing Saul’s court and becoming King of Israel.

· Discuss the nature of parables.

· Understand the role of prophets and seers in David’s time.

· Discuss the concept of punishment and consequences.

· Consider what happens when people abuse positions of power.
